Shore Alzheimer’s Support Group. I attend many of the special interest 
groups through LVWC such as Cooking Pot, Wine Tasting and Artistic 
Divas. I am involved with my Church, Lakeside Christian Fellowship and 
belong to a Bible Study group.

What are some of your favorite spots to visit on the North Shore, 
including restaurants, shops, etc.?
