How long have you been in business?
Lake Travis Dock & Boat Cleaning was founded in summer 2019. 

Who are the owners of the business and how many employees do 
you have? The owners are Kieran Docker and Terry Gearing.

What areas of Central Texas do you serve in addition to LV?
Lake Travis Dock & Boat Cleaning services all  of Lake Travis, including 
Lago Vista, Point Venture, Jonestown, Volente, Steiner Ranch, Hudson 
Bend, Lakeway, Briarcliff, Spicewood and Marble Falls.

What made you decide to star this business?
Both Kieran and Terry grew up on Lake Travis (Lago Vista natives), 
so they know what the lake was like before the zebra mussels. Now, 
people can’t even go to the lake without worrying about themselves, 
their kids or their pets being in danger. Whether on a sandy beach, a 
cliff, a dock or a marina, the mussels are always present. Hence, Kieran 
and Terry decided to start the business to try and give the people 
on Lake Travis the same peace of mind and safety they had before 
the mussels appeared. Terry also has a background in environmental 
science, so he understands the impacts that invasive species can have 
on the environment. His knowledge of aquatic resources and the issue 
of zebra mussels triggered him into action to help return Lake Travis to 
its natural ways.

What types of equipment do you treat, ie boats, docks, etc.?
Lake Travis Dock & Boat Cleaning services any type of aquatic 
structure or vessel. This includes boat docks, boats, boat lifts, tension 
cables, stairways, tram and tram rails, landing platforms and anything 
else leading to or in the water a person or business may have. They 
remove mussels and debris, clean and detail the structure or vessel, and 
apply new growth prevention products. Their process not only gives 
your boat, dock or structure a tedious cleaning, but also stops or slows 
the growth of more in the future.

How serious is the issue of invasive species on our local waterways?
This issue is incredibly serious. Invasive species can easily take over, 
wipe out or disrupt the natural environment they have been introduced 
to. In Lake Travis, zebra mussels present a multitude of problems, 
number one being that Lake Travis is a reservoir, in other words it is 
drinking water. Zebra mussels clog municipal water intakes and pumps, 
which can be a real inhibitor on how much water can be used. Among 
other problems the mussels can present is that they begin their lives 
very small and can enter boat parts and motors, are a physical hazard 
to people and animals, can cut into hoses and wires and can take over 
structures. Don’t forget how much they stink either! These are just 
the issues we deal with on a daily basis. Longer term effects of these 
invasive mussels have yet to be accurately determined. The filtration 
power of these creatures is presenting a prominent new issue. The 
mussels are filtering out the natural algae that has always been in 
Lake Travis and the cycling of nutrients in the lake has been disrupted. 
Nobody really knows the exact effects of this, but without that algae 
there to begin the food chain like it normally would, results could be 
catastrophic for all plants and animals in and around the water.

What can boat and dock owners do themselves to help the situation?
Unfortunately for boat and dock owners on Lake Travis there is not 
much they can do now; the mussels are already here and in great force. 
One thing boat and dock owners are asked not to do is to not scrape or 
wash the mussels off and let them float to the bottom. Over time this 
will create a “field” of mussels below the structure or vessel and will 
result in a higher rate of comeback in the future. Professional cleaning 
and prevention help is the easiest and safest way for dock and boat 
owners to reduce their individual problem.  However, with responsible 
boat care, boat and dock owners can help stop these mussels from 
spreading to unsullied water bodies. Correctly flushing and washing 
your motors, trailer and other equipment and toys used in the infected 
water can prevent this from happening. For more information on how 
to correctly rid your boat and property of zebra mussels and preventing 
the spread even further, Texas Parks & Wildlife offers great information 
online, and even has in-person training. They are great about answering 
questions concerning this issue and getting you the information and 
help you need to not spread zebra mussels.
